Sport Premium Report – 2025-2026
From September 2013, all schools have been provided with funding to support the Olympic legacy and to enable the delivery of effective sports provision. Within the Diocese of Salisbury Academy Trust we aim to provide high quality sport. 
At St Martin’s CE Primary School Academy, over a number of years we have provided the following:

· There have been opportunities for children to participate in a variety of sports and competitions.
· We have invested in sports equipment and facilities to ensure children are active during the school day outside of PE sessions.
· Staff have had access to high quality coaching in a variety of sports from specialist sports coaches, this has included continuing professional development for teachers to enable even better teaching of PE and sports.
· We have fostered a school-wide passion for well-being linked to positive mental health through sport and fitness.

	Forest School
We have allocated a Forest School trained staff member to ensure that children have access to designated, high quality forest school provision.

We will also be training a second member of staff to increase capacity and ensure all children have access.

	All children across the school will access 90 minutes of forest school time per week in a well-designed forest school area.

Children’s active participation and confidence increases throughout the academic year. Children take risks, show improved concentration and problem solving. This is measured through pupil voice and observations of forest school provision.

Planning for forest school time is carefully structured to ensure development of fine and gross motor skills. The level of challenge and physical activity grows across the academic year.

As a result of coaching and team teaching, the quality of PE lessons is 100% good or better.

Children have a good understanding of the progression of knowledge and skills needed to access the PE curriculum and demonstrate these well. This is measured through pupil voice and ongoing formative assessment by their teacher.

Stormbreak activities such as “buddy run” are incorporated throughout the daily timetable (as well as at break and lunchtimes).

Staff have an active, inclusive tool to support children who are struggling with their mental health.  Staff CPD through the Surgelight program means that mental health needs are confidently and effectively supported through targetted physical activity throughout the school.

Pupil voice shows high levels of engagement and a well developed understanding of the link between physical activity and good mental health.
